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Develop a daily routine.  (And make reading part of it!)  Routine can soothe a baby,              
and let a baby learn to predict what will happen next. The ability to predict is                                      

important when your child is older and is reading independently. 
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Keep reading short, simple, and often.  Toddlers frequently have shorter                                
attention spans than babies.  Look for text that is short and simple.                                              

Read a little bit, several times a day. 
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Don’t expect your toddler to sit still for a book.  Toddlers need to MOVE.                     
Don’t worry if they act out stories or just skip, romp, or tumble as you                        

read to them.  They may be moving, but they are listening.   
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Terrific!  You have read 200 books.
