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Give everything a name. Build your child’s vocabulary by talking about interesting
words and objects. For example, “Look at that airplanel Those are the wings
of the plane. Why do you think they are called wings?”
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Reading or telling stories can also be a safe way to explore strong emotions which can help
your child understand new or frightening events. Books about going To the dentist or hospital,
starting preschool or making new friends will help your child learn about the world.
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Choose engaging books. Books featuring animals or machines invite movement and making
sounds. Books with flaps or different textures o touch keep hands busy. Books with detailed
Al illustrations or recurring items hidden in the pictures are great for exploring and discussing.
